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4) League Playing Rules summary:

a) Darts used during league matches must have a metal tip. (Playing Rule No. 2.1)

b) League matches shall consist of six singles games, followed by three doubles games, each being the best of three legs
of 501 (Open in / Double out). (Playing Rule No. 7.1)

Appendix — For Premier Division Only:
O  The player for match 6 (Single Match) must be female.
O  The pair for match 7 (Double Match) must include at least one female player.

c) All playing members shall wear full length trousers or skirts for ladies, shirt with sleeves and proper shoes (Sandals
are prohibited.) (Playing Rule No. 3.1) Team captains should not assign those players to play in the league game
without proper attire.

d) No drinking is permitted within the playing area, which extends to THREE feet behind the thrower. All
mobile devices should be switched off or set to silenced mode. (Playing Rule No. 3.5 & 3.6)

¢) HKDA membership numbers and Players names must be clearly filled out on the score sheet before commencing
any matches. (Short form is acceptable like T.M. Chan or Ming Chan, alias is prohibited.) (Playing Rule 7.3(a))

) All matches shall start no later than 8:30pm (Playing Rule No. 7.2). Sequence of play should be according to the
score sheet unless agreed by both team captains to accommodate the late-comers. (Playing Rule 7.3(d))

g) At least two players are required to be in attendance prior to the start of the match. (Playing Rule 7.3(a)), game shall
commence within three minutes after being called. If a player is absent a walkover shall be awarded to the opposing
team. (Playing Rule No. 7.5(c). Any team conceded 5 games in a match is considered as team to have committed a
walkover. Playing Rule No. 7.6)

h) In the event of a team walkover the non-defaulting team is deemed to have registered a win and shall be awarded
eight league points. The defaulting team shall have six league points deducted from its league total. (Playing Rule
9.4)

1) Sequence of play in a game is determined by a Bull start. Home team goes first and need to retrieve the dart if it
lodged on the Side Bull or Bull’s eye. (Playing Rule 4.1(a)). In the event that the caller is unable to decide which
dart is nearer to the Bull’s eye at its point of entry then a re-throw shall be made. (Playing Rule 4.1 (¢)).

j) Remainder score shall be subject to correction until a player of the same team throws his first dart on the next
throw. (Playing Rule 5.8)

k) Team Captains should ensure his team members do not disturb the game in play (Including prompting).

(Playing Rule 5.9)

1) At any point during the throw the thrower may demand of the caller how many he has scored and also the remainder
and the caller shall announce loud and clearly. (Prompting on how to score is prohibited.) (Playing Rule 5.10)

m) If check out points being incorrectly scored due to the caller’s incorrect answer, darts shall be removed and

re-thrown. (Playing Rule 5.10) In the event that the thrower has already retrieved any dart from the dartboard, the
referee shall replace them in the dartboard as near as practicable in the original positions and then invite the

thrower to continue his throw. (Playing Rule 4.4)
n) During doubles games, the first-named player of every pair shall throw first for his team in every leg or this with
constitute a foul a leg and automatic loss of that leg (even the game has been checked). Playing Rule 7.3(d))

0) All scores and special performances should be clearly recorded on the score sheets. If a player conceded is “W/O”
and should enter 0:0 in the Actual Score; Game point is 1:0 or 0:1. (Please refer to “How to fill out the score sheets)

p) Each team captain is responsible for ensuring that his team's score sheet reaches the Association within 7 days of
the match. Score sheets can be Whatsapp to 4644-7977 or emailed to league@hkdarts.org.hk (Playing Rule 8.2)

q) Notice of protests concerning the conduct of any match played under the auspices of the HKDA and under these
Playing Rules shall be made on the official score sheet and shall be submitted to the HKDA within 7 days of the
alleged infraction. Every attempt shall be made to bring the protest to the opposing captain. Full supporting details
of the protest shall be submitted to the HKDA within 14 days of the incident. Failure to comply with the provision
of this rule may invalidate the protest. (Playing Rule 16.1)

5) Postponements (Playing Rule No. 10)
a) Within 7 days needs to agree by both team captains, no teams can object a postponement over 7days.
b) Inform HKDA in written, by email or Whatsapp. League Officer will re-confirm with involved Team Captains
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and announce the postponement details on HKDA League website. (http://www.hkdarts.org.hk/league/)

c¢) No team shall be allowed to have more than one outstanding postponement of its seeking or more than 2
postponements at the same time. Except apply by writing before the match and approved by the Committee.

d) All postponements should set the new match day within 14days, please inform League Officer immediately
should an agreement cannot be reached.

¢) Match is postponed if Typhoon Signal No. 3 or higher, Red or Black Rainstorm Warning Signal is hoisted after
17:00. Both captains need to discuss and arrange a re-scheduling date for the postponement or play on the same day
in safety and agreed by both captains.

f) When a re-scheduled match is played, the original match date must be clearly written on the score sheet.

6) Number of team members has no top ceiling, but not being transferred from another team within the same league and
must be registered before the match.
